Water of Saratoga Springs, 217 U.S.P.Q. 617 (S.D.N.Y. 1982); and Banff, Ltd. v. Federated Department Stores, Inc., 638 F. Supp. 652 (S.D.N.Y. 1986). In fact, LeSportsac v. K Mart has been considered the primary case in the development of trade dress protection under the Lanham Act. Mr. Bazerman obtained one of the first rulings on in rem jurisdiction under the Anti-Cybersquatting Consumer Protection Act in Heathmount A.E. Corp. v. Technodome.com et al., 106 F. Supp. 2d 860 (E.D. Va. 2000), a decision that also upheld the statute's constitutionality. Mr. Bazerman served on the INTA Editorial Board, and in addition to co-authoring Guide to Registering Trademarks and the VIP Newsletter, he was the co-inventor of several patents and patent applications in the field of computer technology.
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
